An application completed and filed by a student 
(along with parents if necessary) every 

academic year in order to receive Federal 
financial aid.

Free Application for Federal Student Aid

The FAFSA takes most people 23 minutes to 
complete, and there is help provided 

throughout the application. 
Contrary to popular belief, there is no income 
cut-off when it comes to Federal Student Aid

Free Application for Federal Student Aid

The FAFSA collects household and financial 
information, and calculates an

EFC, or Expected Family Contribution.

Where do we start?
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Financial  Aid Information  Session

Amount a family can reasonably be 
expected to contribute, but not what 

the family will necessarily pay 
towards one year of college 

The EFC is the same regardless of what 
college or university the student attends.

When a family 

completes the FAFSA, it 

will calculate an EFC.

ÁA FSA ID will serve as a legal signature on the FAFSA
ÁThe student and parent will need their own individual 

FSA IDs
ÁThe parent and student MAY NOT use the same cell 

phone number or email address when creating FSA ID
ÁStudents/parents should enter a verified phone number 

that may be used to retrieve usernames and create a 
new password via text
ÁYou can also verify your email address after creation

after October 1, and 
many schools have a 
priority deadline.
